esident’s Letter
by Mark Slater .

September 1 is Boston’s classic moving day, so welcome to those of you new to our small, only 
slightly deranged piece of paradise here in Bay Village.  The Bay Village Neighborhood Association
(the BVNA, to our friends), is a volunteer organization dedicated to making everything about Bay
Village better. We work with city and state politicians and government agencies on everything ranging
from the quality of life basics like crime, bar licensing and trash removal, to major issues such as real
estate developments and state transportation projects. 

Regular membership is open to anyone who lives or works in Bay Village, as are our all our meetings, for that matter.
You’re not only welcome to attend, but encouraged -- nay, begged -- to come and throw your concerns and opinions on
the table.  Membership forms can be found on page 11 of this fine newsletter and on-line at www.bayvillage.net/join

For those of you already accustomed to the joys of life in Bay Village, I 
welcome you back from summer vacation sounding like a parrot: by squawking
at everyone to renew their membership in the BVNA.  (Our membership year
runs from July 1 to June 30.)  To the half of our membership that has renewed,
many thanks.  To the half that hasn’t, pretty please with sugar on top  . . . 

Our effectiveness is simply a matter of numbers: more members equals more
influence.  Bay Village residents stand a much better chance of being heard by
city and state agencies if we shout together.  

This has been a thankfully slow summer after nearly two years of seemingly constant commotion.  While a rest was
needed, many large issues are looming:

• The Silver Line.  Governor Patrick, apparently swayed by assiduous lobbying by the MBTA and construction and
real estate interests in the Seaport, has reportedly put the Silver Line ahead of a variety of other public transportation
projects, including the Green Line extension through Somerville and the extension of the Blue Line to MGH.  Since the
Silver Line has no community support, the Green Line extension has been vociferously demanded for years, and 
construction of the Blue Line Extension is the subject of a binding legal agreement, it’s unclear how this decision is 
justified, or for that matter, where the State intends to come up with the $500 million-plus needed for the Silver Line.  I
continue to believe this project will not get built in Bay Village, but am certain that ensuring this will take constant battle
(unfortunately) over the next several years.

• Real estate development centered around Bay Village is increasing substantially.  While no one knows if or when
Columbus Center will ever get built, there are plenty of other projects to keep us busy.  The W Hotel opposite the
Transportation Building on Stuart Street is at last underway, and this shows tremendous promise in helping to clean up

what is now a shady area at night.  Closer to
home, the Radisson Hotel and the
Renaissance School are both for sale.
Coupled with the imminent start of construction
on the condo development at the site of the old
Jae’s, the entire North side of Bay Village from
Charles to Arlington is in transition.  Rational
construction or repurposing of buildings can
help make Bay Village a better place, but
experience shows that the public good gets
lost in the process unless there’s an insistent
and rational voice representing residents’
interests.

• Bars and Licensing.  One problem bar
in the neighborhood is one too many, but
we’ve made great progress over the last 
several years in establishing excellent 
relationships with virtually all other license
holders and forging meaningful agreements
with them limiting anti-social behavior.

Elliot Norton Park may now be one of the safest
parks in Boston.  Last week, the city installed a highly

visible, nine foot tall, blue cylinders containing an
emergency phone, one of 20 around the city.  You

place a call by pressing a single large red button on
the telephone panel; the telephone automatically dials

the Boston Police and is answered by the
Department’s 911 call takers.  Since police coverage

in Boston is determined by the level of 911 calls,
don’t hesitate to use this phone to report problems in
the park and on the streets.  Other phones have been

installed in Boston Common, East Boston's 
Central Square, Malcolm X Park in Roxbury,

Jamaica Pond in Jamaica Plain, and in the Fens.

END IN SIGHT FOR 
ILLEGAL BUS IDLING ON 

SOUTH CHARLES STREET 

On August 3, Boston Transportation
Department Commissioner Thomas Tinlin

issued a Theatre District memorandum 
indicating that all buses parked illegally on

Charles Street South, adjacent to Elliot Norton
Park, will be subject to enforcement by BTD

personnel.  The memo states: “Under no
exceptions will idling be tolerated.  Any tour

buses idling for more than five minutes 
are subject to a $500.00 fine

(emphasis in original).”

BTD has provided four spaces for tour bus
drop off/pick up on the west side of Tremont

Street at the intersection of Oak Street. 

If you see buses idling on Charles Street
South, please take a minute to note the date,
time, tour bus name and license plate, and

email this information to 
kathleenmcd@att.net.

BTD also will be posting “no idling” signs on
Charles Street South.

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LICENSING COMMITTEE NOTES
by Francine Pilgrim (pellpro@aol.com).

Licensing Committee issues within 
Bay Village were minimal during the 

past quarter.

1.  69 Church Street. The BVNA Executive
Committee voted not to oppose an 11 p.m.
license after executing an agreement with

the owner addressing neighborhood 
concerns regarding hours of operation and

entertainment, among other issues.

2.  Isole, 4 Park Plaza.  The BVNA voted
not to oppose a wine cafe with seating for

up to sixty people, hours 11 a.m. to 11 p.m.
with live music.

3.  Rustic Kitchen. The BVNA voted not to
oppose outdoor patio seating for dining 

on Stuart Street.

4.  Irvin and Louise Rusk, owners of 108-
110 Arlington Street. The BVNA voted not to

oppose the request to add an additional
floor to the building subject to certain

conditions.  Total height of addition would be 
approximately twelve feet. There would be
a setback of two feet from the present roof,
a fence surrounding the mechanicals that

could not be seen from the street, 
and a copper roof.

The Licensing Committee works on all licensing
issues which may affect the neighborhood,

including service of alcohol, 
beer and wine, and food.

The Planning Committee works on zoning and
building issues that may affect the 

neighborhood.

All neighbors are welcome to attend and BVNA
members are invited to join the committee.  The
Licensing and Planning Committees meet jointly
on the last Tuesday of each month at 7:00 p.m.
at the Boston Renaissance Charter School at

the corner of Stuart and Arlington Streets.

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TRASH RULES AND VIOLATIONS

Regular Trash Pick-Up for Fayette, Melrose, Jefferson, Church, Winchester, South Cedar Way,
Piedmont, Shawmut, and Broadway:  Monday, Wednesday, Friday; Recycling Day is Friday.  

Trash Pick-Up for Arlington, Cortes, and Isabella:  Monday and Thursday;
Recycling Day is Monday.

City regulations prohibit putting out trash before 5 p.m. the day before trash day.  Use large, tightly-tied 2-mil
plastic bags rather than open paper bags.  It’s best to put trash out the morning of pick-up to reduce the

potential for garbage to spill out on the sidewalk and for rats to have a picnic.  

If a neighbor puts out trash too early or on the wrong day, or if there is an unsanitary situation, 
drop a line to our City Services Committee co-chairs Sarah Herlihy (sbherlihy@yahoo.com) or 

Jim McCormick (jamesdmccormick@comcast.net), or call ISD Code Enforcement at 617-635-4896.
They will send an inspector and issue a violation.  The fines for overflowing residential trash is $50 

and residential trash put out too early, or on the wrong day, will result in a $25 fine.
