WHENEVER YOU SEE 
SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

street looking out of place), call 911 and report it.
The police may not respond immediately, but they

will respond eventually and that will mean more of a
police presence in our neighborhood.

Police coverage in Boston is determined by the level
of 911 calls, so don’t hesitate to report any problems.

The police cannot be in our neighborhood 24/7, 
but we are.  We need to take 

responsibility for our neighborhood.

a cup of coffee.  It’s nice to let him know we 
appreciate his presence.

ILLEGAL BUS IDLING ON 

SOUTH CHARLES STREET 

In August, Boston Transportation Department
Commissioner Thomas Tinlin issued a Theatre
District memorandum indicating that all buses

parked illegally on Charles Street South, adjacent
to Elliot Norton Park, will be subject 
to enforcement by BTD personnel.  

The memo states: “Under no exceptions will
idling be tolerated.  Any tour buses idling for more

than five minutes are subject to a $500.00 fine
(emphasis in original).”

BTD has provided four spaces for tour bus drop
off/pick up on the west side of Tremont Street at

the intersection of Oak Street. 

If you see buses idling on Charles Street South,
please take a minute to note the date, time, tour

bus name and license plate, and email this 
information to kathleenmcd@att.net.

BTD also will be posting “no idling” signs 
on Charles Street South.

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A NEW PARK IN PARK PLAZA

The Boston Parks Department has been working for several years with Lisa
Saunders of Saunstar Corporation, owners of the Park Plaza and Towers, to 
develop a renovation plan for the Statler Park that is at the hotel's doorstep.  The
work is being carried out by Victor Walker of Walker-Kluesing Design Group, a
noted, local landscape architecture design firm that has worked on projects in the
Boston Common, Public Garden, and Commonwealth Avenue Mall.  

The renovation will restore the existing bronze fountain sculpture, upgrade the 
fountain mechanicals to allow for a re-circulating water system, and provide new
benches, landscaping, and other amenities for public enjoyment.  Ground will be
broken in 2008.

The estimated cost of the
renovation is $1,125,000;
$800,000 had been raised
by the fall of 2007; at the
November event held to
announce the renovations,
the Saunders contributed 
an additional $100,000 gift.

KICK THE TRASH HABIT!

You might agree, along with most Americans, that the
earth is in serious trouble and we need to do 
something about it.  But do you remain in the majority
who haven’t actually done much about it because old
habits die hard? 

“The most important thing to remember as you’re 
[reducing your carbon footprint],” according to 
the Wall Street Journal, “is that you don’t have to
change your whole life to make a difference.”  
So, would you consider tackling one or two habits?

First, why do those little old ladies rip open your 
plastic garbage bags?  Because valuable cans and
bottles to the tune of $70 extra tax-free bucks a day
lie inside.  Wouldn’t it be a good and simple action if
you rinsed out and recycle those 5-cent empties on
recycling day?  No more torn bags and more stuff
recycled!

And secondly, let’s say it wasn’t people, but 
something even more fun -- rats!  Residents have
noticed more rats recently. Large ripped holes and
food scattered around mean that rats are having a
picnic in your garbage.  Putting out trash in the 
morning of trash pick-up rather than the night before
makes a huge difference!

A commitment to “need” less, recycle more, and 
dump less is really where it’s at.  So, this winter, 
pick one habit to change!  Kick the trash habit!

TRASH RULES AND VIOLATIONS

Regular Trash Pick-Up for Fayette, Melrose, Jefferson, Church, Winchester, South Cedar Way,
Piedmont, Shawmut, and Broadway:  Monday, Wednesday, Friday; Recycling Day is Friday.  

Trash Pick-Up for Arlington, Cortes, and Isabella:  Monday and Thursday; 
Recycling Day is Monday.

City regulations prohibit putting out trash before 5 p.m. the day before trash day.  Use large, tightly-tied 2-mil
plastic bags rather than open paper bags.  It’s best to put trash out the morning of pick-up to reduce the

potential for garbage to spill out on the sidewalk and for rats to have a picnic.  

If a neighbor puts out trash too early or on the wrong day, or if there is an unsanitary situation, 
drop a line to our City Services Committee co-chairs Sarah Herlihy (sbherlihy@yahoo.com) or 

Jim McCormick (jamesdmccormick@comcast.net), or call ISD Code Enforcement at 617-635-4896.
They will send an inspector and issue a violation.  The fines for overflowing residential trash is $50 

and residential trash put out too early, or on the wrong day, will result in a $25 fine.  

You can help avoid scenes like this on Bay Village streets.
